Functional Academics

· Using the newspaper, menus, sign words, telephone directory and magazine as a tool to teach reading so we can use it in the real world

· Learning to follow multi step directions

· Write our “signature” for our first pay check

· Counting real coins to use for shopping, calculating cost of our lunch and the correct change

· We are focused on practical learning that will help us to be more independent in the world

· Integrating time & calendar concepts into our daily lives

· Through Community Based Instruction, students are able to integrate academic
skills by practicing that skill in the community.

Instruction is given in small and large group settings. Students are encouraged through behavior management techniques to move ahead and develop to their highest individual potential.  We acknowledge that significant growth comes from the cooperation of home and school

especially through  the I.E.P. process.  Preparing for the High School experience is also an integral part of the transition program.  Through this practical approach and hands on learning, we hope that each student has received the pre-requisite skills needed for success in the home, classroom and the workplace.   The skills taught at this level are the building blocks of the high school experience.  Each level moves closer and closer to helping the students acquire the skills needed for life in the community.
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
